The tours in Frommer’s Las Vegas Day by Day—organized by length of stay, neighborhoods, and special interests—should satisfy the needs of every visitor, regardless of income or schedule. You’ll find listings for the best neighborhood walks, shopping, restaurants, hotels, dance clubs, bars, shows, wedding chapels, and more. You’ll also get insider advice on getting discount tickets, access to clubs, a table at the top restaurants, gambling lessons, and all kinds of freebies.
There are in-depth tours of the Strip (South Strip, Mid-Strip, individual hotels like the Bellagio, you name it!) and separate chapters on gambling and area casinos. The “Savvy Gambler” section includes advice on playing the games and tips on joining players clubs. For those that want to get away from it all, there’s even a chapter on side trips to places like Hoover Dam, Lake Mead, and Valley of Fire State Park.

* Hotel hopping on the Strip. There’s only one place where ancient Egypt, Camelot, Paris, New York, and Venice are all within walking distance of one another: the Strip. * Appreciating art at the Bellagio. Step inside the Bellagio Gallery of Fine Art, and you may need a minute to let your eyes adjust to the lack of customary glitter. But you’ll soon appreciate the respite provided by this gallery’s temporary exhibits, which include Ansel Adams retrospectives and other exhibits. See page 16.
* Admiring the Liberace legacy. Where can you find a mirrored Rolls-Royce, a 50-pound rhinestone, a giant pink piano? The Liberace Museum, of course! See page 15.
* Shopping the casino arcades. The high-end shops of The Forum at Caesars Palace (think Christian Dior and Louis Vuitton) aren’t the only retail venues tempting you to part with your cash. The Venetian’s Grand Canal Shops, the Wynn Esplanade, and Paris Las Vegas’ Le Boulevard are all great places to score luxury souvenirs. See page 72.

* Redefining the museum experience. Las Vegas may embrace decadence, but its history is not all fun and games. Visit the Smithsonian-affiliated Atomic Testing Museum to explore nuclear weapons development and see the role that the state of Nevada played as the primary testing ground between 1951 and 1992.
