-Coolest blues bar: Ragin’ Cajun, Belmar, NJ. Eat alligator sausage while getting blanketed by Billy Hector and Stringbean and the Stalkers grinding blues riffs in a 20x20 dining room. –Nick Honachefsky 
-Most entirely “retro” town: St. Augustine, FL, is the oldest city in the country, so naturally it has a lot to offer in the way of historical sites and old-town charm. –Valerie Willis 

-Best place to buy stuff to take home to Mom: Abbot Farms off 1-85 in South Carolina, where they’ll put peaches in everything from cobbler to ice cream and hot sauce. –Maya Kroth

-Best place to sample Midwestern culture: Nye’s Polonaise Room in Minneapolis, MN, where polka bands play oompah music for an awesome mix of hip young singles and old-school, buttoned-up Midwestern types. –Heather McNiel

-Best landscape built on a human scale: The canyon-level trails at Natural Bridges National Monument in Utah seem perfectly proportioned, with sheer walls framing wildflowers, trees, and streams. –Ethan Wolff 
-Best hiking not in Joshua Tree: Red Rock Canyon. In addition to awe-inspiring natural beauty, Red Rock offers everything from boulders to big walls—and more than 1,000 routes. –John Vorwald
-Best place to live out rock-star fantasies: The Experience Music Project in Seattle, where interactive exhibits let you perform for virtual arena crowds and practice your scratching skills on the ones and twos. –Maya Kroth
-Best Chicken-Fried Breakfast: Somewhat daunting from outside, it’s worth mustering the courage to enter Amarillo’s Stockyard Café for hearty—cowboy hearty—chicken-fried steak and eggs –Kelsy Chauvin
